Please note that if your child is currently studying a BTEC, CiDa or AiDa qualification, their report will 
show their Minimum Target Grade (MTG) as the GCSE equivalent grades but their ‘currently working at’ 
grade will be in the qualification format.   
 
For BTEC qualifications grades should be interpreted as follows; 
 
BTEC First Diploma grade GCSE grade equivalence 
Pass 4 x grade C 
Merit  4 x grade B 
Distinction 4 x grade A 
Distinction* 4 x grade A* 
 
 
For level 2 CiDa or AiDa qualifications the following interpretation should be used; 
 
CiDa / AiDa grade GCSE grade equivalence 

(CiDa) 
GCSE grade equivalence 
(AiDa) 

Pass 2 x grade C 1 x grade C 
Credit 2 x grade B 1 x grade B 
Merit 2 x grade A 1 x grade A 
Distinction 1 x grade A* 1 x grade A*
